The Caribou County Senior Center will host the Pageant on June 30, 2010, at 6:00 p.m.

Eligible entrants must be 65 years of age or older and a current Caribou 
County Resident.

One of the entrants will be selected as Patriot Queen, chosen from our contestants who served or supported either a child or spouse serving in one of the military branches. 
The Pioneer Queen will be selected to honor a dedication to the development of home, community, county and country. 

A packet containing the specifics and calendar of events will be provided to all contestants on June 16th. The packet will have documents (including a 500 word biography and a description of talents and achievements, family collaboration encouraged!) that will be required to be returned to the judging committee by June 22nd. 
During the Pageant, there will be a presentation of our contestants in formal attire with a short biography of their life and contribution as Patriot or Pioneer. Escorts will be provided to assist those who may worry about stability issues.
Contestants should be prepared to display or present (perform) a sample of their talents/contribution.
